CALEXICO FRC:
Paula Wilkerson, Emily Palacio and Mike McFadden of Calexico Unified School District each spoke on this item.  It was stated that the School District was not going to extend its contract with Neighborhood House for the operation of the Calexico Family Resource Center beyond June 30, 2003.  She stated that the District has been funding the upkeep of the FRC and they want to continue to provide services and if possible expand services.  The District feels that they can operate the FRC with a qualified staff person and are excited about the possibilities of operating the FRC.
  It was also stated that Behavioral Health is interested in expanding its services.  


Jim Semmes asked if the MOU between ICOE, Calexico Unified School District and Neighborhood House needed to be updated.  Janet Thornburg stated that all MOU’s currently in place need to be updated.  


Paula Wilkerson stated that an interim FRC Coordinator should be available soon.  Janet Thornburg has provided Calexico with a job description of the Coordinator.

NILAND FRC:
Jim Semmes asked about the need to find a new site for the FRC.  Jim Hanks, Calipatria School District Superintendent, stated that the possibility of closing the FRC has been discussed.  He also stated that the school campus is small and space for placing a trailer is a problem.  


Paula Wilkerson stated that Calexico is looking to buy a new modular for Behavioral Health to use that will provide confidentiality.   


Rita Brogan stated that a nurse might be able to be funded by the California Endowment.  She also stated the Wellness Foundation might provide funding for three years.  


Janet Thornburg stated that the San Pasqual trailer might not be available until November. 


John Anderson stated that maybe those agencies that would be the building blocks by making a commitment should get together to discuss sustainability for the Niland FRC.  Janet Thornburg will coordinate a meeting between the following agencies:  school districts, department of social services, behavioral health, one-stop, IVROP, probation and ICOE.  Jim Hanks suggested the meeting be held in Niland so people could look at the trailer.
